	1. WELCOME AND APOLOGIES
	

	2. MatTERS ARISING FROM THE LAST MINUTES

The minutes were accepted as correct.  
3. DECLARATION OF INTEREST
4.  Elect Chair and Vice-chair

Huw Davies was electied as Chair, and Einir Young as Vice-Chair.  
5. Carbon Footprint Reduction Project
Copies of the draft scheme to expand the Carbon Footprint Project into the community were distributed.  SGM asked for any comments on the document to be sent to her by 20th June 2011.  An audit on the conference outcomes were also distributed including explanatory notes on why some ideas were not included.  Among the projects included was a project to create a local investment fund and creating local service agreements with local organisations to provide services for individuals, businesses and other organisations.
HD asked if there was finance or a timetable in place for the project.  SMG said that PAG needs to agree on the project in the first place before presenting the document before the Project Board and looking for financial sources.  She reported that a draft plan had been presented to the Board last week.  
FV expressed concern over the work done recently in Ysgubor Goch, Caernarfon.  It appeared that the work included reslating of roofs, window replacement and external rendering but no insulation work and that local contractors were not used.   It was agreed to send a letter of correspondence to Cartrefi Cymunedol for a response.  
It was agreed for members to send any comments on the draft scheme by 20th June 2011.  
Pwllheli Flood Risk Management Pilot

SaG reported that she had received an update report from Gareth Wright explaining that this is a project looking at the effect of climate change on Pwllheli in the next 100 years, and preparing to deal with these changes.  It will also look at ways of dealing with defences and the effects on the economy and the environment.  A technical workshop has been held in March with members from WAG and the Planning Department.  She reported that an exhibition would be held on 25th May in the Pwllheli Sailing Club.  
6. 2011-2012 Work Programme
Copies of the Draft 2011-2012 Work Programme were distributed.  The contents of the programme were agreed upon and for the partnership to continue with the programme for the next year
EY noted that the partnership should work together with local environmental enterprises eg Blaenau Werdd when organising conferences.  It was also noted that there should be more contact with partnerships from other counties.  

FV noted that a number of organisations from the volutary sector depend on matchfunding to fund them and that matchfunding is not available to them.  It was agreed to correspond with the Welsh Assembly to explain the situation.
7. Financial Report
Copies of the PAG Financial Report 2010-11 were distributed.  

8. PAG Projects
SaG reported that positive feedback had been received from libraires following the energy meter borrowing scheme from Gwynedd libraries.  A total of 17 libraries and 2 mobile libraries provide the energy meters on loan. She also reported that 20 energy meters had been given on loan to families from Ysgol Treferthyr, Criccieth and Ysgol Crud y Werin, Aberdaron and that the meters would be available to schools in the area of Caernarfon during next term.  
The Gwynedd Food Garden Competition has been launched for 2011 with categories for individuals and schools.  
9. Travelling Costs
SaG reported that she had received a request to discuss travel costs for private sector members of GEP.  She said she had made ​​enquiries with the Gwynedd Economic Partnership and that they pay 40p per mile to its members or to reimburse travelling costs such as bus costs, and provide a specific form to give the details. The partnership agreed to provide travelling costs in the same manner.   
10. Any other matter
SaG said that a new project has been launched under the RDP for the promotion of local products and that renewable energy is part of the plan.  A grant will be available of up to £20,000 for 6 community groups. An invitation has been received for a member of PAG to be part of the grants panel.  It was agreed to contact the co-ordinator to explain that there would be no represantative available from PAG because of lack of resources and time.
Members were reminded to send any comments on the draft Community Strategy - ‘Improving Gwynedd Together’ by 13th June 2011 to Aled Price.
